It is
better for you to lose one part of your body than for
your whole body to be thrown into hell. **And if
your right hand causes you to stumble, cut it off and
throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of
your body than for your whole body to go into hell.
Mat 25:30. And throw that worthless servant
outside, into the darkness, where there will be
weeping and gnashing of teeth. Mat 25:46. “Then
they will go away to eternal punishment, but the
righteous to eternal life.]

Stay focused on the glory in
heaven! Don’t let anything attractive in the world
disturb you, taking away the concentration of
seeking it!
