Sermon: Contentment ~ Enjoy the Treasure of 
Abundance

What is "contentment"? What does it bring to people? 
How to have this precious gem ~ "contentment"?  
 
1. "Contentment" is the "contentment in mind" 

that overcomes everything 
 

"Contentment" is not about settling down 
passively with the situation ahead, neither being 
contented with the status quo, nor to think about 
progressing!  
"Contentment" is the satisfaction and joy of 
perfecting the handling of all problems and 
crises!  
Regardless of circumstances, the whole heart is 
contented, joyful, and demand less because it is 
handled properly by God's grace!  

    

  Philippians 4:11-12, 1:12-13, 14 

 

2. "Contentment" makes people enjoy 
abundance 

 
The one who possesses this kind of "satisfaction"  
Philippians 4:11-14 

  (1) He has no sense of lack!  
  (2) He faces no lust for the world!    

(3) He has the wisdom and grace to handle 
everything properly! 
 

  Q1 If you do get what you want, are you really 
satisfied?  

  Q2 "Everything" is the goal that you’re 
chasing?     

    Q3 "Everything" is fulfilling and stable? 
    Q4 "Save everything you need for yourself and 

arrange all your needs", will you be at ease 
and contented?   

 
[Luke 12: 16-21 16 And he told them this 
parable: “The ground of a certain rich man 
yielded an abundant harvest. 17 He thought to 
himself, ‘What shall I do? I have no place to 
store my crops.’ 18 “Then he said, ‘This is 
what I’ll do. I will tear down my barns and 
build bigger ones, and there I will store my 
surplus grain. 19 And I’ll say to myself, “You 
have plenty of grain laid up for many years. 
Take life easy; eat, drink and be merry.”’ 
20 “But God said to him, ‘You fool! This very 
night your life will be demanded from 
you. Then who will get what you have 
prepared for yourself?’ 21 “This is how it will 
be with whoever stores up things for 
themselves but is not rich toward God.”] 

 
The highest level of contentment is revealed 
by Philippians 4:11-14!  
 
This contentment is the must-have portion in our 
life, because 
(1) With this "contentment," Satan is helpless 

against us!  
(2) With this "contentment", there is nothing to 

fear, nothing to worry about! We’ll be full of 
peace and happiness!  

(3) Having this "contentment" is the "wisdom of 
life"!  

(4) With this "contentment", interpersonal 
relationships would be definitely great!  

 

3. The key to contentment is our God who gives 
strength. Philippians 4:13, 11b 

 
Q: How can we have this superior sense of 
contentment?  
Phi 4:13,11b shows: 
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"Contentment" is to be learned, and what to 
learn is: faith ~ "I can do all things through 
Christ which strengtheneth me."!  
To have this kind of faith, we need to learn three 
things: 
 
First: Believe in God ~ Always choose to 
believe even when it seems to be impossible. 
[Matthew 19:26 Jesus looked at them and 
said, “With man this is impossible, but with God 
all things are possible.”] 
 
Second: Call on God ~ When you don't have 
enough faith, choose to call on Lord Jesus 
earnestly for it.    
 
[Mark 9:23-24 23 “‘If you can’?” said 
Jesus. “Everything is possible for one who 
believes.” 24 Immediately the boy’s father 
exclaimed, “I do believe; help me overcome my 
unbelief!” ；Philippians 4:6-7 6 Do not be 
anxious about anything, but in every situation, by 
prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present 
your requests to God. 7 And the peace of 
God, which transcends all understanding, will 
guard your hearts and your minds in Christ 
Jesus.] 
 
Third: Obey God ~ When we bear the 
sufferings in our life, the torturing cross on our 
back and the thorn in our body allowed by God, 
we still choose to obey God instead of 
demanding God.  
   
[Mark 14:36 “Abba, Father,” he 
said, “everything is possible for you. Take this 
cup from me. Yet not what I will, but what you 
will.”；2 Corinthians 12:7-10 7 or because of 
these surpassingly great revelations. Therefore, 
in order to keep me from becoming conceited, I 
was given a thorn in my flesh, a messenger of 
Satan, to torment me. 8 Three times I pleaded 
with the Lord to take it away from me. 9 But he 
said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for 
my power is made perfect in 
weakness.” Therefore I will boast all the more 
gladly about my weaknesses, so that Christ’s 
power may rest on me. 10 That is why, for 
Christ’s sake, I delight in weaknesses, in insults, 
in hardships, in persecutions, in difficulties. For 
when I am weak, then I am strong.；1 Peter 1:6-7 
6 In all this you greatly rejoice, though now for a 
little while you may have had to suffer grief in 
all kinds of trials. 7 These have come so that the 
proven genuineness of your faith—of greater 
worth than gold, which perishes even though 
refined by fire—may result in praise, glory and 
honor when Jesus Christ is revealed.] 

 
Today, we are all in a crisis of plague, economic 

uncertainty and military threats!  
 
However, God has given us "the 'grace' of wisdom 
and contentment" in any situation! So that we could 
know what it is to be in need, and we know what it 
is to have plenty. We have learned the secret of 
being content in any and every situation, whether 
well fed or hungry, whether living in plenty or in 
want. We can do all this through Him who gives us 
strength. 
 
Let us arise and learn from Paul! Pick up the crucial 
tip of "doing all things through the One who 
strengths us."
