The questions that people ask God are all important
ones to God!

Those answers to all questions are highly relevant to
human’s values, philosophy, ideology, and their
attitude towards suffering, romantic relationship,
serving the Lord as well as the education and
parenting!

It’s a big deal and correlated closely to the priority in a
lifetime, that determinates one’s relationship with
God!

I. The great questions:

e Why didn’t God do this way? Isn’t it good to do so?
Isn’t that better than this?

e Why couldn’t God make this first and have that
done later?

e Why did God not listen to my prayers?

e Why did God not give me those | consider best for
myself?

I1. The truth of God!

[ Job 42:3 You asked, “Who is this that obscures
my plans without knowledge?’ Surely | spoke of
things | did not understand, things too wonderful for
me to know. Rom 11:33-36, >3 Oh, the depth of the
riches and wisdom and knowledge of God! How
unsearchable his judgments, and his paths beyond
tracing out! ** “Who has known the mind of the
Lord?

a. God knows everything, that He is great, the Most
High God, and the Almighty.

How could we compare ourselves to the
wisdom, the power, and the knowledge of God as we
are so limited, small, and negligible, not to mention
using our little brains and thoughts to make complaints
and even to question our Lord?

b. Be blessed and become blessings. [Job 42:7-17,
 After the LORD had said these things to Job, he said
to Eliphaz the Temanite, “I am angry with you and
your two friends, because you have not spoken the
truth about me, as my servant Job has. ® So now take
seven bulls and seven rams and go to my servant

Job and sacrifice a burnt offering for yourselves. My
servant Job will pray for you, and I will accept his
prayer and not deal with you according to your

folly. You have not spoken the truth about me, as my
servant Job has.” ° So Eliphaz the Temanite, Bildad the
Shuhite and Zophar the Naamathite did what

the LoRD told them; and the LORD accepted Job’s
prayer. 10 After Job had prayed for his friends,

the LORD restored his fortunes and gave him twice as
much as he had before. ** All his brothers and sisters
and everyone who had known him before came and
ate with him in his house. They comforted and
consoled him over all the trouble the LorD had
brought on him, and each one gave him a piece of
silver and a gold ring. *> The LORD blessed the latter
part of Job’s life more than the former part. He had
fourteen thousand sheep, six thousand camels, a
thousand yoke of oxen and a thousand donkeys. ** And
he also had seven sons and three daughters. ** The first
daughter he named Jemimabh, the second Keziah and
the third Keren-Happuch. *> Nowhere in all the land
were there found women as beautiful as Job’s
daughters, and their father granted them an inheritance
along with their brothers. ¢ After this, Job lived a
hundred and forty years; he saw his children and their
children to the fourth generation. *” And so Job died,
an old man and full of years. 1 Pe 4:1-3, 12-14, *
Therefore, since Christ suffered in his body, arm




yourselves also with the same attitude, because
whoever suffers in the body is done with sin. 2 As a
result, they do not live the rest of their earthly lives for
evil human desires, but rather for the will of God. ° For
you have spent enough time in the past doing what
pagans choose to do—Iliving in debauchery, lust,
drunkenness, orgies, carousing and detestable idolatry.
2 Dear friends, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal
that has come on you to test you, as though something
strange were happening to you. ** But

rejoice inasmuch as you participate in the sufferings of
Christ, so that you may be overjoyed when his glory is
revealed. ** If you are insulted because of the name of
Christ, you are blessed, for the Spirit of glory and of
God rests on you. ]

Realize yourself of not knowing
everything and being incapable of many things, which
is truly limited and small!

Fall at Jesus’ feet to be humble before Him! Become
fully obedient and have great faith in God, being ready
wherever Jesus wants us to be!

Therefore, we are able to live a life with new
philosophy, values, the different attitude towards
suffering, romantic relationship, marriage, career,
entertainment, and learning new things. The most
important point of all is the attitude to being fully
committed to serving God!
