w-Sermon: You Need A Good Friend
---Minister Tung

I.  Toxic friend
2Sa 13: 3Amnon had a friend named Jonadab son
of Shimeah. (Shimeah was David’s brother.)
Jonadab was a very clever man. --- 32But then
Jonadab, the son of David’s brother Shimeah,
said, “Don’t think that all the king’s sons were
killed! Only Amnon is dead. Absalom has been
planning this from the day that Amnon raped his
sister Tamar. --- 3°So Jonadab said to King
David, “Look, I was right! The king’s sons are
coming.”
1Ki 12: Then the young men who grew up with
him answered, “Those people came to you and

said, ‘Your father forced us to work very hard.
Now make our work easier.” So you should tell
them, ‘My little finger is stronger than my
father’s whole body. 1My father forced you to
work hard, but I will make you work much harder!
My father punished you with whips, but I will
punish you with whips that have sharp metal
tips.”” Y2Three days later, Jeroboam and all the
people came back as Rehoboam had said.
1. Criticize and excoriate
[ Jam 4:11 Brothers and sisters, don’t say
anything against each other. If you criticize
your brother or sister in Christ or judge them,
you are criticizing and judging the law they
follow. And when you are judging the law,
you are not a follower of the law. You have
become a judge.
Rom 2:1 So do you think that you can judge
those other people? You are wrong. You too
are guilty of sin. You judge them, but you do
the same things they do. So when you judge
them, you are really condemning yourself. ]

You should cut ties with your friends who is
prone to criticizing others easily, for you may
become like him in excoriating others; you
may fail to sense the plank in your own eyes
or fail to see the rage of the Lord.

2. The poison of vipers is on their lips:
[ Psm 140:3 Their words are as harmful as
the fangs of a snake, as deadly as its venom. ]

In their minds, mouths, and eyes are filled
with poison, grievance, and anger, as if the
entire world has wronged them; they not only
ruin their own life but also life of others’.

3. False friendship:
[ Psm 55: “If it were an enemy insulting me,
I could bear it. If it were my enemies
attacking me, | could hide. *But it is you, the
one so close to me, my companion, my good
friend, who does this.)

You benefit from discerning your friends who
whisper sweet words and receive you in
ingratiating manners yet trade their soul for
gain. They nominally support your cause,
but for an evil purpose; they seemingly
advocate for your cause, but with a betrayal
intention.

4. Caprice and betrayal:

[ Psm 41:9 My best friend, the one I trusted,
the one who ate with me—even he has turned
against me.

Mat 26: **So he went to Jesus and said,
“Hello, Teacher!” Then Judas kissed him.
SJesus answered, “Friend, do the thing you



came to do.” Then the men came and grabbed
Jesus and arrested him.)

They live an unprincipled life and take no
sides for right from wrong, their position
drifts with advantage and profit, they feel no
remorse for their betrayal.

5. Depressive and negative:
Jhn 11:16 Then Thomas, the one called
“Twin,” said to the other followers, “We will
go too. We will die there with Jesus.”
20:25: They told him, “We saw the Lord.”
Thomas said, “That’s hard to believe. I will
have to see the nail holes in his hands, put my
finger where the nails were, and put my hand
into his side. Only then will I believe it.”
These characters are proxy for defeatism; you
will be indoctrinated with gloomy thoughts
that you will not succeed, that the chance of
success is grim.  You need to keep yourself
away from such emotion lest you should
become affected!

6. Indulge oneself in a life of pleasure

[Pro 21:17 Loving pleasure leads to poverty.

Wine and luxury will never make you
wealthy.

Jer 16:8 “Jeremiah, don’t go into a house
where the people are having a party. Don’t go
into that house and sit down to eat and drink.
Luk 8:14 “What about the seed that fell
among the thorny weeds? That is like the
people who hear God’s teaching, but they let
the worries, riches, and pleasures of this life
stop them from growing. So they never
produce a crop. )

If you have a group of friends with whom the
only common interest, passion, gambit, and
goal is to search for pleasure and delicate
food, you can find that their soul empty and
life wasted—their lifetime is nothing more
than a soap operal

7. Selfishness:

[ 2Ti 3:2 People will love only themselves
and money. They will be proud and boast
about themselves. They will abuse others
with insults. They will not obey their parents.
They will be ungrateful and against all that is
pleasing to God. ]

There is one subject in his eye — my need
and my profit, | am all that I care even at the
cost of others’ right!

I1. beneficial friend

[ 1Sa 14:7 The young man who carried
Jonathan’s weapons said to him, “Do what you

think is best. Whatever you decide, | am with you
all the way.”

1Sa 18:3 Jonathan loved David as much as
himself, so they made a special agreement.

1Sa 20:17 Jonathan loved David as himself, and
because of this love, he asked David to repeat this
agreement for himself.

Jhn 15: 14-15;

2Ti 1: '®1 pray that the Lord will show mercy to
the family of Onesiphorus. Many times
Onesiphorus encouraged me. He was not
ashamed that | was in prison. *’No, he was not
ashamed. When he came to Rome, he looked and
looked for me until he found me. 8] pray that the
Lord Jesus will make sure Onesiphorus receives
mercy from the Lord God on that Day. You know
how many ways this brother helped me in
Ephesus.

You need such friends, and you yourself should be
like these people to your friends.

1. Unfailing loyalty: At crucial moments, even
to the extent of life and death, a beneficial
friend will always back you up, protect you,
and love you; he will not keep silent, turn his
back towards you, nor run away from or
betray you, you can trust in him as friend till
death.

2. Assiduous for the better: Be responsible
toward the Lord and yourself, reject escapism
and prevarication, deal your school work and
other duties with your best performance.

3. Fervor: A good friend gives you a feeling of
shinning warmth, uprightness, goodness, joy,
and love, these characters can refresh you,
encourage you, and promote you.

4. Afriend in need: In times of your worst
conditions a good friend of yours does not
turn away from you, instead, such a friend
will provide you with most needed support,
shelter, comfort and protection. You need a
friend who can company you through your
adversity!

5. Afriend who exhorts you in your face: You
need a friend who corrects you when you
divert to a wrong path lest you should fall off
a cliff into a burning pit.

6. Afriend sharing the same perception of
value: People who differ in their ways cannot
take counsel with each other. A friend
sharing your same sense of worth can make
your race toward the Kingdom of Heaven a
pleasure!

I11. Select your friends.

1. Pray: Pray to Jesus for a friend who pleases
the will of the Lord, wait patiently for this
godly friend designated by Jesus who will be
your lifetime blessing.



2. Discern: Call to Jesus for mature wisdom
and acute perspicacity for discerning a
friend’s fallen astray.

3. Break friendship decisively: When a friend
falls astray you should make a prompt
decision to break ties with him and turn to
alternative measures to redeem him. You
should not underestimate the diffusive power
of sinand evil! Break friendship decisively
when necessary gives you a chance to a
win-win outcome!

4. Disbursement: Earnestly, generously,
bravely, happily, and persistently give out.
Keep in mind: He who loves others is
constantly loved; he who respects others is
constantly respected.

5. Grow up: The most precious and sturdy
friendship is side-by-side growth, combat,
undertaking, learning, commitment, loving
the lord; such is the best growth because
Jesus is among us!
