I. A resurrection beyond imagination: Victory over 
death, saving people from death. 
Death represents (1) loss (2) punishment. 
The cause of death? Sin.  
Romans 6:23 
When people sin, they earn what sin pays—death. 
But God gives his people a free gift—eternal life in 
Christ Jesus our Lord. 

 
II. Redemption beyond imagination: Believing in 

Jesus.  
Romans 10:9-13 
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9 If you openly say, “Jesus is Lord” and believe in 
your heart that God raised him from death, you will 
be saved.  
10 Yes, we believe in Jesus deep in our hearts, and 
so we are made right with God. And we openly say 
that we believe in him, and so we are saved. 
11 Yes, the Scriptures say, “Anyone who trusts in 
him will never be disappointed.” 

12 It says this because there is no difference 
between those who are Jews and those who are not. 
The same Lord is the Lord of all people. And he 
richly blesses everyone who looks to him for help.  
13 Yes, “everyone who trusts in the Lord will be 
saved.” 
 
Jesus: The Word became flesh and through 
death destroyed death.  
Hebrews 2:14-15 
14 These children are people with physical bodies. 
So Jesus himself became like them and had the 
same experiences they have. Jesus did this so that, 
by dying, he could destroy the one who has the 
power of death—the devil.  
15 Jesus became like these people and died so that 
he could free them. They were like slaves all their 
lives because of their fear of death. 
 
Jesus: Beyond time, self-existent forever!  
Revelation 1:17-18 
17 When I saw him, I fell down at his feet like a 
dead man. He put his right hand on me and said, 
“Don’t be afraid! I am the First and the Last.  
18 I am the one who lives. I was dead, but look, I 
am alive forever and ever! And I hold the keys of 
death and Hades.
