e=Sermon: Alertness (Part 7) — Mutual Affection
- Pastor Tung

From the parable of the prodigal son, we see the truth
of the heart loving the brother:

I. Loving a brother is a key factor of your fate
over worries, happiness, troubles, and
blessings.

[ Luke 15:
28 “The older son was angry and would not go in
to the party. So his father went out and begged
him to come in.
29 But he said to his father, ‘Look, for all these
years | have worked like a slave for you. | have
always done what you told me to do, and you
never gave me even a young goat for a party with
my friends.
30 But then this son of yours comes home after
wasting your money on prostitutes, and you kill
the best calf for him!” )

1. Becoming one trapped in hatred and hurting
people vs. being a bright blessing who
comforts and heals people.

2. Being a person who feels unhappy and
agonized while he is actually bathed in bliss
vs. one who enjoys all blessings and
happiness bestowed on him.

3. Being one who lives in past resentment and

grudge vs. being magnanimous, open minded,
and full of gratitude.

4. Being ruthless vs. being affectionate and
righteous.
5. Having the idiosyncrasy of demolishing,

breaking up, and unwillingness to reconcile.
Being toilsome but restless vs. enjoy your
toiling.

Il. Four actions demonstrating your love for a
brother

1.

Forgiveness ~ immediate acceptance as soon
as your brother turns around

[ Luk 15:
31 “His father said to him, ‘Oh, my son, you
are always with me, and everything | have is
yours.
32 But this was a day to be happy and
celebrate. Your brother was dead, but now he
Is alive. He was lost, but now he is
found.”” ---
12The younger son said to his father, ‘Give
me now the part of your property that I am

supposed to receive someday.’ So the father
divided his wealth between his two sons.

13 “A few days later the younger son gathered
up all that he had and left. He traveled far
away to another country, and there he wasted
his money living like a fool. --- 29-30]

. Cherish ~ focus on your brother with love

[ Luk 15:32

. To please the heavenly Father ~ this should

be your first priority!

. Rejoice in acceptance and receive with the

best gifts.

I11. The key to loving a brother is to see the

richness God has given me.
The key to loving a brother is to see and perceive
the richness our heavenly Father has given us!

[Luk15:31)

. There are two keys to feeling and perceiving
God's love

[ Luk 15:
18 I will leave and go to my father. | will say to
him: Father, | have sinned against God and have
done wrong to you.
19 I am no longer worthy to be called your son.
But let me be like one of your hired workers.”])

How can | deeply see, receive, and perceive the
Father's love for me?

1. Put away self-righteousness and count
favors from the Lord
Our ignorance and indifference to love
originates from self-righteousness!

" Convince yourself that everything is grace
and count God's grace” makes us deeply
aware of Jesus' love!

The trump card to avoid self-righteousness is:
"To know that you are unworthy, and humble
yourself in facing the Lord, and consider that
everything is grace."”



2. Choose to love God and love people!

[ Luk 19:26 The king said, ‘People who use
what they have will get more. But those who
do not use what they have will have
everything taken away from them.
1Jn 3:18 My children, our love should not be
only words and talk. No, our love must be real.
We must show our love by the things we do.
Rom 13:8 You should owe nothing to anyone,
except that you will always owe love to each
other. The person who loves others has done
all that the law commands. ]

The more you love, the more love you will
have! If you have something for people,
there will be something for you!

[Luk 19:26] Only through loving others
can you perceive love! Love is the only
remedy for restoring the perception of love!
Out speak your love for others, and give your
love for others concretely and honestly, and
always consider that you owe love to each
other.

While it is not too late, love your families and
brothers, and hold your families and brothers tightly!

Conclusion: Consider it our responsibility to love
others, but never consider others owe us any love!
It's easy to ask others, criticize others, and instruct
others on how to love! People who complain
about others are many, but few who show
gratitude! People who criticize others are many,
but only a few know how humble they really are!
Refrain from being lenient with yourself but strict
with others! It's easy to find a thorn in someone
else's eye, but it's hard to see a beam in your own
eye! The thorns in the eyes of others are easy to
see, but the beams in your own eyes are difficult
to see!

Loving God and mindful of God is the key to my deep
sensation that He cares about me and loves me!

My love for God and people enables me to deeply
perceive that God cares about me and loves me!

Once so, it becomes easier and more motivated to love
others! Then we enter the benign cycle of loving our
brothers!

Q: How can we incessantly love when we are betrayed
and hurt?  With those who are unrepentant, just wait
with patience! Pray for him in love, wait for him to
repent, and don't rush for embracing him!

First, put away self-righteousness and count favors
from the Lord.

Secondly, the shortest track to perceiving love is
through loving others!
