Sermon: A Whisper in the Noise

Around us, within us, there are many voices - lies 
accusing, making us afraid of mistakes, hesitant in 
decisions, weary, negative, accusing, or self-righteous, 
causing harm to ourselves and others! 

 
I. Background Noise  

 
1. Attacks from evildoers: v.5-9  

 
Psalm 41:5-9 My enemies say bad things about me. 
They ask, “When will he die and be forgotten?” 
6 If they come to see me, they don’t say what they are 
really thinking. They come to gather a little gossip and 
then go to spread their rumors. 
7 Those who hate me whisper about me. They think 
the worst about me. 
8 They say, “He did something wrong. That is why he 
is sick. He will never get well.” 
9 My best friend, the one I trusted, the one who ate 
with me—even he has turned against me. 
 
Enemies use malicious words, gossip, and spread lies; 
Absalom's rebellion and the spread of falsehoods; 
Trusted friends betray; Ahithophel abandons, friends 
turn against, and all Israel supports Absalom, forcing 
David into exile.  
 

2. Negative voices due to illness: v.3,8 
 
Psalm 41:3, 8 When they are sick in bed, the Lord 
will give them strength and make them well! 

8 They say, “He did something wrong. That is why he 
is sick. He will never get well.” 

  
Lying gravely ill in bed, a strange ailment clinging to 
my body; battles raging outside, diseases within; 
unable to rise again, nearing death. Is there no hope, 
no tomorrow? 
 

3. Accusations due to sin: v.4  
 
Psalm 41:4 I say, “Lord, be kind to me. I sinned 
against you, but forgive me and make me well.” 
 
"I have sinned against you." David commits adultery 
and murder, swords never leave his house;  
Neglects disciplining his children, facing the 
consequences of sin.  
 
Sin threatens to overwhelm! Feeling the weight of 
God's hand during sin, feeling deserving of 
punishment, utter despair! 

 
II. Main Theme 

 
1. Victory through the Lord: v.10-11 

 
Psalm 41:10-11 Lord, please be kind to me. Let me 
get up, and I will pay them back. 
11 Don’t let my enemy defeat me. Then I will know 
that you care for me. 
 
Enemies won't triumph over me; I will rise, victorious 
over accusations and military attacks!  
Absalom has the support of all the people, but the 
outcome depends on God!  
I stand with God, and God stands with me! 
 

2. Eternally serving: v.12 
 
Psalm 41:12 I was innocent and you supported 
me.    You let me stand and serve you forever. 
 
 Standing forever in God's presence. Objectively, 
returning to Jerusalem, the king's position; 
Subjectively, standing before God, holy and blameless; 
Eternally, gaining eternal life, forever serving God, 
standing in the presence of the Lord, how glorious! 
 

3. Loved by the Lord: v.11,3  
 
Psalm 41:11, 3 Don’t let my enemy defeat me. Then I 
will know that you care for me. 
3 When they are sick in bed, the Lord will give them 
strength and make them well! 
 
Now I know God loves me; in sickness, God prepares 
a bed for me.  
In perfect love, fear is cast out, overcoming difficulties 
and accusations! 
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(1 John 4:18 Where God’s love is, there is no fear, 
because God’s perfect love takes away fear. It is his 
punishment that makes a person fear. So his love is 
not made perfect in the one who has fear.) 
 

III. Harmonizing the Main Theme  
 
1. Trusting in the Lord's love: v.11  

 
Psalm 41:11 Don’t let my enemy defeat me. Then I 
will know that you care for me. 
 
How to experience God's love? Now I "know," true 
knowledge leads to true enjoyment!  
God, in marvelous ways and through His word, lets 
David know His love.  
We must read and meditate on God's word, receiving 
His revelation and love, continuously seeking! 
 

2. Firmly loving the Lord: v.12-13  
 
Psalm 41:12-13 I was innocent and you supported me. 
You let me stand and serve you forever. 
13 Praise the Lord, the God of Israel. He always was, 
and he always will be. Amen and Amen! 
 
I will stand before you forever; God is to be praised! 
Loving God, serving Him, and praising Him! God is 
just, whoever loves God receives more of His love! 
We have received grace; the purpose of life is to love 
Jesus wholeheartedly! 
 

3. Firmly loving people: v.1  
 
Psalm 41:1 Those who help the poor succeed will get 
many blessings. When trouble comes, the Lord will 
save them. 
 
Blessed is he who considers the poor; in times of 
trouble, God will deliver him! I care for those in 
distress, and when I am in distress, God will care for 
me!  
Concrete action of loving God is actively loving 
people! 
 
Embrace the main theme of truth, love God, love 
people, returning to the melody of love, filled with 
peace, stability, and glorious hope!
