Breaking the
alabaster jar - Mark 14:5-6,9

Mark 14:5-6, 9 It was worth a full year’s pay. It could
have been sold and the money given to those who are
poor.” And they told the woman what a bad thing she
had done.

6 Jesus said, “Leave her alone. Why are you giving
her such trouble? She did a very good thing for me.

"Humble oneself": Letting go of oneself! Listening to
Jesus - Luke 10:38-42

Luke 10:38-42 While Jesus and his followers were
traveling, he went into a town, and a woman named
Martha let him stay at her house.

39 She had a sister named Mary. Mary was sitting at
Jesus’ feet and listening to him teach.

40 But her sister Martha was busy doing all the work
that had to be done. Martha went in and said, “Lord,
don’t you care that my sister has left me to do all the
work by myself? Tell her to help me!”

41 But the Lord answered her, “Martha, Martha, you
are getting worried and upset about too many things.
42 Only one thing is important. Mary has made the
right choice, and it will never be taken away from
her.”

2. Love People - Ephesians 2:13-16




Ephesians 2:13-16 Yes, at one time you were far
away from God, but now in Christ Jesus, you are
brought near to him. You are brought near to God
through the blood sacrifice of Christ.

14 Christ is the reason we are now at peace. He made
us Jews and you who are not Jews one people. We
were separated by a wall of hate that stood between us,
but Christ broke down that wall. By giving his own
body,

15 Christ ended the law with its many commands and
rules. His purpose was to make the two groups
become one in him. By doing this he would make
peace.

20:10 And he (the one who tricked these people) was
thrown into the lake of burning sulfur with the beast
and the false prophet. There they would be tortured
day and night forever and ever.
