Sermon: Gratitude in Everything (Part 2)

Few people are truly grateful, let alone finding it easy
to give thanks in everything!

But God calls us to the highest level: to give thanks in
everything!

Matthew 11:16-24

16 “To what can I compare this generation? They are
like children sitting in the marketplaces and calling out
to others:

17 ““We played the pipe for you, and you did not
dance;

we sang a dirge, and you did not mourn.’

18 For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they
say, ‘He has a demon.’

19 The Son of Man came eating and drinking, and
they say, ‘Here is a glutton and a drunkard, a friend of
tax collectors and sinners.” But wisdom is proved right
by her deeds.”

20 Then Jesus began to denounce the towns in which
most of his miracles had been performed, because they
did not repent.

21 “Woe to you, Chorazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida!
For if the miracles that were performed in you had
been performed in Tyre and Sidon, they would have
repented long ago in sackcloth and ashes.

22 But | tell you, it will be more bearable for Tyre and
Sidon on the day of judgment than for you.

23 And you, Capernaum, will you be lifted to the
heavens?

How can we give thanks in everything?

I. Recognize the truth - Matthew 11:16-24

Understand the truth of this generation:
How much Jesus and the saints love people, leading
them from death to eternal life.

Yet this is an age that frustrates evangelists, a
swiftly declining age - where deception leads,
disbelief prevails, a time destined for a more fearful
judgment!

Il. See the revelation - Matthew 11:25-27

Revelation: Humans cannot understand God's
revealed wisdom -

God's revealed mysteries! Focus on God's wisdom -
God's revealed mysteries (revelation)

See God's ingenious, wise, righteous rewards and
punishments!

1. See what we have - Matthew 11:27

See what God gives us.

Your heart will be satisfied, abundant, filled with
gratitude, moved, and thankful to God!

This is the key to giving thanks in everything, the
key to seeing God's revelation!

Key choice: Look to God every day for your calling,
heritage, and abilities!

IVV. Gentleness and humility - Matthew 11:28-30

The way out: Come before the Lord Jesus and
imitate His gentleness and humility. What is
"gentleness and humility"?

1. Openly, objectively, and warmly embrace Jesus
and the gospel - Matthew 11:17-24

2. Believe in God - no matter what the situation,
persist in believing in Him, praising Him, thanking
Him - Matthew 11:25

This way, our hearts will be light and restful,
and "giving thanks in everything" will naturally
arise!



Choosing this attitude, faith, and mindset of "giving
thanks in everything" makes one joyful and sunny,
full of hope throughout life. All worries, sorrows,
and unexpected dangers cannot take away their
peace and joy.

"Giving thanks in everything™ also walks their heart
with God, their mouth constantly praising and
thanking God. Their faith in God comforts Him,
strengthens and builds those around them, letting
those around who have not believed in the Lord see
the beauty of the Kingdom of Heaven!
